Adult Incarceration 

Bookings decreased from 9,404 in August to 9,023 in September.  The Average Daily Population 
increased from 7,395 in August to 7,549 in September.  The Pretrial Population increased from August 
(5,264) to September (5,343).  The Sentenced Population increased from 1,843 in August to 1,923 in 
September.  The Agency Hold Population stayed the same with 232 in August and September.  Overall 
Average Length of Stay (ALOS) increased from August (23.6) to September (24.1).  The ALOS for 
Sentenced increased from 24.2 to 27.3 days, while the Pretrial ALOS increased from 5.9 to 7.8 days.  
The ALOS for Agency Holds decreased from 61.8 days to 58.5 days.  
 
 
 

Superior Court Filings & Case Processing 

Criminal Filings decreased from August (2,948) to September (2,777).  Terminations decreased from 
3,095 in August to 2,739 in September.  The resulting Clearance Rate was 98.6%.  The Active Pending 
Case Inventory increased from 10,378 in August to 10,522 in September.  Filings into RCC decreased 
from August (1,715) to September (1,519).  Filings into EDC increased from 924 in August to 983 in 
September.  The Number of Trials Completed decreased from 58 in August to 55 in September.  The 
Trial Rate was 2%. 
 
 
 

Justice Court Filings 

DUI Filings decreased from August (762) to September (736).  All other Criminal Traffic Filings 
decreased from 3,839 in August to 3,115 in September.  Civil Traffic Filings decreased from 11,475 in 
August to 8,790 in September.  Eviction Action Filings decreased from August (6,136) to September 
(5,884).  Overall Filings decreased from 33,630 in August to 28,585 in September.     
 
 
 

Adult Probation 

Pretrial General Supervision increased from August (542) to September (563).  Pretrial Intensive 
Supervision increased from 1,105 in August to 1,126 in September.  Electronic Monitoring increased 
from 229 in August to 254 in September.  Levels of Standard Probation Supervision increased from 
21,663 in August to 21,717 in September.  Levels of Intensive Probation Supervision increased slightly 
from 742 in August to 745 in September.  Levels of Unsupervised Probation Supervision increased 
from 8,258 in August to 8,468 in September.   
 
 
 

Juvenile Detention and Probation 
The Average Daily Detention Population decreased from 218 in August to 208 in September.  ALOS 
stayed the same at 12 days.  Standard probation decreased from 3,104 in August to 3,022 in September.
